Graham has been a visiting studio critic at the Universities of Witwatersrand, Cape Town and Jomo
Kenyatta University of Agriculture and Technology (Kenya). In 2011 he was invited to the University of Rhode Island, USA,
as their Distinguished International Scholar. A 'niche' speciality is Visual Impact Assessments, for which he received an
ILASA Merit Award in 2009. He is a Fellow of ILASA, and in 2022 he was awarded its Lifetime Achievement Award.
